IN THIS STORY OF MOSES FIGHT AND
DEFEAT OF AMALEK ALL HAPPENED BECAUSE
THE MAJOR CHARACTERS IN THE VICTORY
ALL HAD THEIR JOBS TO DO.
MORE IMPORTANT..EVEN THOUGH MOSES
WAS IN CHARGE. MOSES PART OF THE
BATTLE WAS TO KEEP HIS ARMS RAISED.
JOSHUA WAS TO LEAD THE ARMY AGAINST
THE ENEMY. AARON AND HUR WERE THERE
TO MAKE SURE THAT MOSESOARMS DID NOT
FALL DOWN.

THEY ALL HAD THEIR PART TO PLAY IN
THE VICTORY OVER AMALEK. BUT THE KEY
INGREDIENT OF THE VICTORY WAS TO MAKE
URE THE ARMS OF MOSES DID NOT FALL
DOWN. THE SCRIPTURE TELLS US THAT
WHENEVER HIS ARMS STARTED TO TIRE AND
WOULD START TO DROP EAMALEK WOULD
GAIN AND ADVANCE ON JOSHUA (VS 11)
ONMHEN HE (MOSES) LET HIS HANDS
DOWN..AMALEK PREVAILEDO BUT AS SOON
AS AARON AND HUR STABLIZED HIS ARMS
JOSHUA WOULD RECOVER AND FINALLY
DEFEATED THE ENEMY. (VS 11) OWHEN
MOSES HELD HIS HANDS UP ..THEN ISRAEL
PREVAILEDO AND (13) SO JOSHUA
OVERWHELMED AMALEK AND HIS PEOPLE
WITH THE EDGE OF THE SWORD.O

IN THIS SCRIPTURE WE SEE SOME KEYS
TO VICTORY AND THE IMPORTANCE OF TEAM
WORK. (1)EACH PERSON WHO IS PART OF
THE TOTAL PLAN GOD HAS IN PLACE FOR US
(2)WE NEED TO STAND TOGETHER AND RAISE
OUR HANDS WHEN THERE IS A BATTLE
BEFORE US (3WE MUST TRUST EACH
PERSON AND BELIEVE THEY WILL DO THE
TAX SET BEFORE THEM. (4)WE MUST MAKE
SURE THAT GOD IS THE ONE TELLING US TO
DO THE TAX. (5)WHEN PICKING PERSONS
FOR THE BATTLE MAKE SURE THEY ARE
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COMMITED TO THE VERY END. (6)YOU MUST

TRUST THE LEADER AND HAVE PEOPLE AROUND
HIM OR HER LIKE AARON AND HUR THAT WILL
STAND BY HIS OR HER SDE AS MOSES DID TO MAKE
URE  HIS ARMS WILL STAY RAISED TO ENSURE
VICTORY.

Church Conference Meeting
May 7, 2006
Downs United Methodist Church

Call to Order at 11:45 AM.
Open with prayer by Keith Zimmerman
Tim Mikel addressed the congregation.

Tim read the recommendation by the Trustees that Downs
UMC purchase approximately 14 acres located directly East
of the Tri-Valley Middle School and South of USRt. 150 at
$10,000 per acre.

Discussion:

1. Grant money from conference Bno strings attached.
No time restriction on purchase of land at thistime.

2. $140,000 approximate purchase price bno
financing. Approximately $354,000 available from
the CBuilding on our Faith CampaignO

3. The only negative brought to the Trustees was the
farmer who worked the land. He mentioned that
we should be aware of a possible drainage problem
that we would need to consider when building.

4. All Trusteesrecommended this property. The vote
by the Ad Council was unanimous with no
dissention.

5. Issue of the land not having access to a main road
(landlocked). Trustees will approach the sale with
an easement to Route 150.

6. Shared parking and drive with the School District
would be along term agreement. Thiswill be
determined at the next Board of Education Meeting
on 5/ 15. If this arrangement cannot be agreed
upon, the matter will be brought back to the
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Church Members.

7. Until the building of the church, income on
property will go to the Church and must
remain on the tax roll.

8. Conference recommends 10 acres.
Therefore, 14 acres will meet that
requirement.

9. The School District and the Trustees do not
foresee a problem with sharing a parking lot
based on the times of activities.

10. Member of the Board of Education stated that
all feedback from the Board is positive.

11. Approximately 120 parking spaces.

12. Alternate property would be 22 acres across
Route 150. Owner does not want to break
that property into smaller sections.

13. We do not have the details for tying into the
Downs water system.

14. The Board of Education contacted their
lawyers to clarify separation of Church and
Sate. The lawyersindicated that there
would not be any problem.

15. The Trustees will get more details on the
annexation to Downsif thisisrequired
and/ or necessary.

Vote was taken. Results: 65 Total Votes

57 Yes Votes 8 No Votes
Recommendation carried.
Results were announced.
